In Spanish class you will learn a basic beginner level vocabulary that will aide in the ability to converse in the target language (Spanish).  In addition to learning basic vocabulary, grammar, and conversational topics, students will also be introduced to the Spanish language culture.

At the end of this course, you will: 
Know vocabulary reflective of the following topics: Hola, ¿que tal?, en la clase, la familia, los pasatiempos, las vacaciones, ¡De compras!, la rutina diaria, la comida, y las fiestas
Be able to have a basic level conversation in the target language
Conjugate a variety of verbs in the following tenses: presente and beg. preterite
· Build a working knowledge of how to read, write, and speak in the target language
